Did you know??? 

Elementary children enjoy change as long as 
some basic building-block principles are 
maintained in family life. Family researchers 
have discovered that the single most important 
thing in the adjustment of children during 
change is a strong family life and parents who 
accept and support one another. The parents 
are the foundation of the family life, especially 
during change. Their attitude of support for 
each other is a model to elementary-age 
children that everything is safe and secure. 
 

According to developmental researchers, some 
of the basic needs of children at this age 
include physical, emotional, social, spiritual, and 
intellectual needs. Changes may affect each of 
these in some way, and the golden threads of 
safety and security running through all of 
these. Physical needs of food, shelter, and

sense of safety and security. Emotional needs 
of unconditional acceptance, nurture and care 
can affect security of the child. Spiritual needs 
of faith and trust affect security. Unmet 
intellectual needs may affect the security of the 
child. In his book, The Hurried Child, David 
Elkind says that unconditional acceptance and 
positive regard provide a haven for children.

 Leaves on deciduous (leaf-shedding) trees 
are green because of the chemical chlorophyll. 
When autumn begins (in September in the 
northern hemisphere and in March in the 
southern hemisphere), the days start getting 
shorter, and the amount of sunlight these plants 
receive begins decreasing. The chlorophyll in the

so it starts shutting down, making the green 
color go away. Other chemicals in the leave give

see them during the summer because there is so 
much chlorophyll making the leaves green. But 
in the fall when the chlorophyll goes away, the 
other colors start to show through. That is why 
there are so many pretty trees in autumn!
