This 

summerôs MK team had the privilege of watching that change take 

place on a missions trip to Tanzania. 

   Bwana Chad and a team of eight MKs landed in Dar es Salaam, 

Tanzania, on July 25. Imagine staying next to the glistening Indian 

Ocean for ten beautiful days while connecting with local people in 

unique ministry. Did we mention the team camped in a tent and 

had no electricity or running water? Everyone suffered jet lag, but 

they still spent their first evening reviewing the schedule and  

preparing for the cultural aspects of ministry in Africa. 

   The next morning the team hosted a retreat for about 50 local 

pastorsô kids. The full-day retreat was unlike any the Tanzanian 

PKs had ever seen. They played games, shared testimonies,  

and worshiped together. Our MKs demonstrated to the PKs the 

value of an authentic relationship with Christ through authentic 

relationships with each other. 

   Sunday morning the MK team members shared testimonies and 

participated in Tanzanian-style worship at a local Assemblies  

of God. The following week was a blur of ministry and activity. 

The team rose early each morning to travel to a village school or 

government building to paint and beautify them. After lunch they 

hosted a kidsô outreach with dramas and testimonies and followed 

up with a crusade each evening. At every service at least one  

person came to Christ.  

   One evening the team had the privilege of praying with a man in 

full Muslim garb as he gave his heart to the Lord. It doesnôt get 

any better than that! They also enjoyed fellowship with a number 

of local MKs as they ministered and played together. Of course, 

they also couldnôt miss the opportunity to visit a local game park 

for a safari!  

   The team stepped outside their comfort zones in order to speak 

into the lives of others. The MK team reached many people, but 

ultimately only eternity will reveal the number of hearts that were 

changed.
