Handling Changes for Preschoolers
Nurture and Security

Brenda Dickey, Ed.S.

Toddlers and preschoolers adjust well to
transitions when their basic needs are
met during the changes. Basic needs for
preschoolers include security and
emotional safety as well as basic physical
care needs. Sometimes transitioning to
new places requires parents to provide
more emotional support for
preschoolers Objects of familiarity
become very important to the
preschooler during this time. Having
familiar toys, blankets, and pillows will
provide security during change.

EXAMPLE: Jan liked playing in the flower
garden at her new house. She always

found little rocks and insects to keep in he
pockets. They were important to her. Her
mom found them in her pocket and was
going to throw them away, but Jan began
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things would be so important to her, but
these were familiar objects to Jan.

Should the mom keep them or throw
them away? It would be best to keep
them for Jan until she is ready to part
with them. Her blanket may be worn,
torn, or stained, and Mom may want to
throw it away, but if this is an important
object to Jan, throwing it away would not
be a good idea until Jan is in agreement
