The early years of child development are exciting for children and parents. Children are absorbing the activity, language, an d culture of their environment. Each stage of
devel opment brings new opportunities for parents to i nt eucdienal dexaiogmenm,alode for lbamingl e vel o
and obedience to Christ are the most important goals in parenting the educational process.

How is this accomplished? A family in ministry is also a family in the education of their children. Parenting the educational process is lifelong, not just until a child is 18.
What are some building blocks children need for a successful educational process?

In the preschool and early elementary years, children need a lot of play experiences related to enjoying culture. They need to be provided with many opportunities
for developmental skills, such as swimming, music, art, playing ball, playing house, riding bikes, and even enjoying board ga mes.

Reading good literature to children about places, events, and helpers , also teaches important values. This helps make happy memories with family and teaches
about others outside their own frame of reference.
