REGI STRATI ON:

In order to speed up your check-in/registration time at Central Bible College this
summer, we have automated much of our registration online! The information that you
provided about your child/children in the online registration will be compiled and given
to the different program coordinators, so that they can better care for your child.

Howe ver, please note that your registration processis not finished and must
be completed on-site at Central Bible College during registration time. Many
of the forms completed in the online registration must be signed and dated on-site. For
certain age-group programs, there are additional activity release forms that must be
completed before your child can enter his or her MK program.

Again, it isimportant to note that your child will not be able to enter his or
her MK program or participate in any activity until you complete the
registration process and submit all of the proper forms.

* Any additional forms can be completed on site at Central Bible College.

RECOMMENDED PACKING LISTS:

We have planned an exciting time of ministry and pre-field preparation for each
program. There are a few things your child will need this summer that you might not
think of. To help you, we are providing a suggested packing list for each program. We
like to remind our missionary families that Central Bible College will be your home for
several weeks; it is important to bring things that will help to make the stay comfortable
and enjoyable. Meager furniture, bedding, and towels are the only items provided in the
dorm rooms. Also, please note that a washer and drier are available in the dorms at
Central Bible College.

Note: MKs are assigned to programs based on the grade they are entering in the fall.
Nursery (0-17 months) and Toddlers (18-27 months):

Disposable diapers, a few small toys for your room (the nursery is stocked with
entertaining and safe toys), and baby food. A refrigerator and microwave are
available to cool and heat baby food as needed. Children under four years of age
(or up to 40 Ibs) are required to use car safety seats in Missouri, so be sure to
bring them for program use.

Beginners (+ 28 months and 3 years old) and Primaries (4 and 5 years old):

A change of clothes you are prepared to leave in the program homeroom, dress
clothes (for the Commissioning service for new missionaries & MA®), swimsuit,
and towel. Children under four years of age (or up to 40 Ib) are required to use
car safety seats in Missouri, so be sure to bring them for program use.

Early Elementary (grades 1-3) and Upper Elementary (grades 4-5):

Dress clothes (for the Commissioning service for new missionaries & MAS),
*one-piece swimsuit, and towel. Also, please bring Bible.



Boot Camp (grades 4-12 for MT/PFO only):

*Throw-away clothes and shoes (for caving), dress clothes (for the
Commissioning service for new missionaries & MAG), * one-piece swi msuit,
towel, and flashlight. Also, please bring Bible. * Please see additional
packing list for the we ek of camping at MuKappa.

Jr. High School (grades 6-8) and Sr. High School (grades 9-12):

Dress clothes (for the Commissioning service for new missionaries & MA),
*one-piece swimsuit, and towel. Sleeping bag, pillow, and toiletries (for
possible overnight trip). Also, please bring Bible.

Please note the following:

*Throw-Away Clothes: The Boot Camp Program goes caving during their program.
Include at least one set of clothing you wouldn't mind throwing away at the end of
the program. The clothes will get extremely muddy during caving. Remember caves
are cold, so long pants and long sleeve shirts are appropriate.

* One-piece swimsuit: Most programs will be participating in water activities. All
swimwear must be modest. One-piece swimwear is REQUIRED for all females
participating in water activities. Males will be required to wear swim trunks, not
Speedo style. This policy will be enforced 100%. If you have questions about this
policy please contact the MK Office now, not the day before your child needs their
appropriate swimwear. THERE WILL BE NO EXCEPTIONS TO THIS POLICY. |IF YOUR
CHILD DOES NOT HAVE APPROPRIATE SWIMWEAR HE OR SHE WILL NOT BE
ALLOWED TO PARTICIPATE IN THE ACTIVITY.
